On this tour, SSOGE will be supported by colleagues of crossover-metal band Endless, which you can also look forward to.   

The band roster shall be completed firstly by Public Relations from Ostrava, presenting its experimental dominant artcore, and secondly by a representative of the Slovak metal scene, the band Corrupted Melody.
